e Financial need as demonstrated by the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA)
document on file at the applicant’s current institution;

e Social utility of applicant’s educational and career goals;

e Applicant’s work experience;

e Achieving academic success in the face of significant personal adversity, economic
disadvantage or disability, if applicable.

Procedure: Each applicant must submit the following:
The Ernest Stiefel Award application form
Signature on the application authorizes release of financial information. The institution will
then have permission to confirm unmet financial need with the Association’s Scholarship
Award Committee.
A personal letter outlining
1. Education and career goals
2. Statement of financial need
3. Description of the applicant’s work experience and significant personal adversity,
economic disadvantage, or disability, if applicable.
Official transcript of college work

PSA-PBK will notify all applicants about the status of their application after August 15, 2021. Checks will be
sent directly to the award recipient’s institution.
