2. be either a full-time student (UPS 3 units and UW 12 credits) or a part-time student
(UPS, at least 2 units and UW, at least 8 credits)
have a minimum 3.4 GPA;
4. be eligible for financial aid based on FAFSA.
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You can compete for this scholarship by completing this application and writing an essay as
described below.

The essay topic for this year is How has your experience as a first-generation student informed
your goals and aspirations for college and beyond? The essays will be judged primarily on the

argument developed. Essays should be two to three (2-3) single-sided, double-spaced pages in
length.
